15 Minutes

Each team of students:
Read the Character Word, definition, and situation to the class.
Perform the skit for the class.

After the team presents the skit, answer questions about the skit and character word.

As a class, re-read the Character Word definitions.
Discuss what the words mean to the students and have them share a situation from their life in
which they demonstrate the character word.
